ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION

Alaska Community Share
Name changed May 13, 1988
Article I

The name of this corporation shall be Alaska Community Share.

Article II

This corporation shall commence upon the execution of these Articles of Incorporation and shall continue in perpetuity.

Article III

The purposes for which this corporation is organized are:

1. To form an alliance of social, economic and environmental organizations providing innovative approaches to community problems.

2. To support such organizations through fundraising, coordination and educational activities.

3. To serve as a medium through which donors interested in such organizations may contribute their support.

Article IV
This corporation shall neither have nor exercise any power, nor shall it engage directly nor indirectly in any activity, that would invalidate its status 1) as a corporation which is exempt from federal income taxation as an organization described in Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954, or 2) as a corporation to which contributions are deductible under Section 170 (c)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954.

Article V

This corporation is one, which does not contemplate pecuniary gain or profit to the members thereof and is organized for non-profit purposes, and no part of the net earnings thereof shall inure to the benefit of any member or other individual.

Article VI

No part of the net earnings shall inure to the benefit of, or be distributed to its members, directors, officers, or other private person, except that the corporation shall be authorized and empowered to make reasonable compensation for services rendered and to make payments and distributions in furtherance of the purposes set forth in Article III hereof.

Article VII

No substantial part of the activities of the corporation shall consist of carrying on propaganda, or otherwise attempting to influence legislation (except to the extent authorized by Section 501(i) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954 during any fiscal year in which the corporation has chosen to utilize the benefits authorized by that statutory provisions; nor shall it in any manner nor to any extent participate in, or intervene in (including the publishing or distributing of statements) any political campaign on behalf of any candidate for public office; nor shall the corporation engage in any activities that are unlawful under applicable federal, state or local laws.

Article VIII

Upon the dissolution of the corporation, the Board of Directors shall, after paying or making provision for the payment of all the liabilities of the corporation, dispose of all the assets of the corporation exclusively for the purpose of the corporation in such manner, or to such an organization or organizations organized and operated exclusively for charitable, educational, religious, or scientific purposes as shall at the time qualify as an exempt organization or organizations under Section 501 (c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954 (or the corresponding provisions of any future United States Internal Revenue Law) as the Board of Directors shall determine.  Any such assets not so disposed of shall be disposed of by the Superior Court of the judicial district in which the principal office of the corporation is then located, exclusively for such purposes or to such an organization or organizations, as said court shall determine, which are organized and operated exclusively for such purposes.

Article IX

The address of the initial registered office of the corporation shall be 221 Muldoon Road, #585, Anchorage, Alaska 99504, the name of the registered agent at such address is Angela M. Rinaldo.

Article X

The Board of Directors shall have the power to adopt, alter, amend, or repeal the By-laws and these Articles of Incorporation.

Article XI
Amended May 1, 1991
The corporation shall have non-voting members who are supportive of the purposes of the organization, as outlined below:

1. Every person, firm, association or corporation submitting a completed volunteer timesheet or other written documentation attesting to having volunteered at least one hour of time to or for the benefit of this corporation shall automatically become a non-voting member of this corporation and remain a non-voting member until the end of the fiscal year or for such other period of time as designated by the Board of Directors.

2. Every person, firm, association or corporation submitting a contribution of $25 or more to Alaska Community Share (and/or its member agencies via Alaska Community Share) shall automatically become a non-voting member of this corporation and remain a non-voting member until the end of the fiscal year or for such other period of time as designated by the Board of Directors.

3. The Board of Directors may grant honorary membership to persons, firms, association or corporations.

Article XII

The affairs of the corporation shall be managed by a Board of Directors.  The number of directors shall be set forth in the corporation By-laws.  The names and addresses of the initial directors who shall serve until their successors are duly elected are:
